de jure n.

by right; according to law
prejudice n.

unreasonable feelings, opinions, or attitudes, especially of a hostile nature, regarding a racial, religious, or national group
segregate v. (segregation n.)

to require, often with force, the separation of (a specific racial, religious, or other group) from the general body of society
integrate v. (integration n.)
to combine (educational facilities, classes and the like, previously segrated by race) into one unified system; to desegregate ; to bring together or incorporate (parts) into a whole
race n.

a group of persons related by common descent or heredity.

an arbitrary classification of modern humans, sometimes, especially formerly, based on any or a 


combination of various physical characteristics such as skin color, facial form, or eye shape, and 


now frequently based on such genetic markers as blood groups

civil rights n.
rights to personal liberty established by the 13th and 14th Amendments to the US Constitution and certain Congressional acts, especially as applied to an individual or a minority group
Ku Klux Klan  n.

a racist, anti-Semitic movement with a commitment to extreme violence to achieve its goals of racial segregation and white supremacy.   Of all the types of right-wing hate groups that exist in the United States, the Klan remains the one with the greatest number of national and local organizations around the country. (Anti-Defamation League)
Jim Crow n.
a practice or policy of segregating or discriminating against blacks, as in public places, public vehicles, or employment
civil disobedience n.

refusal to obey a law because of belief that the law is immoral (such as protest against discrimination)

kidnap v.

to steal, carry off, or abduct by force or fraud, especially for use as a hostage or to extract ransom.
